THE THREE GREATEST THINGS IN THE
WORLD.

WHEN the wealth of & nation or an in-
dividual is computed, too often the stand-
ard by which they are gauged is purely

ercial— Merand nations alike are
rated according to what they are worth
in dollars and cents, A nation, we say,
has so much gold in the treasury, has so
much in forests, so much in mines,
so much in agridultural lands, and
these constitute-itg wealth., A man,
we say, has so much money in the
bank, so much invested in real estate, so
much in bonds and stocks;, so much in-
surance on his life, making a grand total
of so much money. But important as
these surely are they are not the highest
standard by which-we ought to judge the
wealth of & nation or an individual; nay,
this commercial standard is not the true
standard of wealth. We have no figures,
no tabulated statements which give us the
true riches of a nation or an individual.
The pity of it is that men often become
g0 commercial in their ideals that they
come to regard all that cannot be trans-
mitted into coin as of little consequence.

One would think, to watch the course
some men take, that all that was of value
was that which could be touched, and
seen, and handled, that all the needs of
the human heart could be supplied by
material things. But the soul cannot be
fed on bonds or stocks, or wheat, or div-
idends, or fine gold. We need surely a
voice raised in every pulpit in our land,
the voice of some prophet like John the
Baptist, with a tongue of fire, who will
stand in the highways of our national life
and cry aloud against these sordid, nar-
row commercial ideas which dethrone the
true conception of life, which make mate-
rial gain the shining goal of national and

individual achievement. America could
afford to give millions for such a man as
that. He would do incalculably more
service than the millions we are pouring
into battleships.

The point of emphasis which our fore-
fathers gave to the national life is un-
questionably being lost and we need to
seek the old paths and return to the old
ways, not because they are old, but be-
cause they are better. We need to em-
phasize the sgiritual, the eternal over
against the undue em%hnsiaplaeed to-da
on the physical and the tem%ml. ¢
need to make every growing boy and girl
in our churches and schools feel that life
consists not in the abundance of the

things which we ma(f possess, butin high
thinking, in noble ideals, in exalted pur-
poses, and that a man who is blessed

with these is truly rich, despite his
poverty in material things. To study the
lives of the idle rich of our land, one
would think that high living and low
thinking were the things that made a
nation great, whereas it is plain livin
and high thinking that produce natio
greatness. -

The great wealth of any nation lies not
in its mines, but in its men; not in its in-
dustries, but in its individuals; not in its
fields, but in its families; not in its sky-
scrapers, but in its humble homes. Tell
me how rich America is in faith, in hope
and in love, and I will have s better idea
of the permanent e nation

| greatn
than I could possibly gain, from columns | hat,

of figures, be they ever so long or start-
ling. For faith is better than mines of
silver and gold; hope is more to be desired
than miles of forests, and love is a greater
national asset than uncounted stretches
of fertile fields: — Licwellyn.

CAUSES OF UNREST.

THERE i8 such a thing as taking our-
selves and the world too seriously, or at
any rate too anxiously. Half of the sec-
ular unrest and dismal, profane sadness
of modern society comes from the vain
idea that every man is bound to be a
eritic of life, and to let no day passwith-
out finding some fault with the general
order of things, or projecting some plan
for its improvement. And the other ?\alf
comes from the greedy notion that a
man’s life does consist, after all, in the
abundance of the things that he pos-
sesseth, and that it is somehow or other
more respectable and pious to be always
at work making a larger living, than it
is to lie on ggur back in the green pas-
tures and beside the still waters, and
thank God you are alive.

An African woman once asked a sad
question about missions. It ought to be
asked in every missionary meeting, The
question was this: “Why do not more
come to tell us 7 I8 it because they do
not love us, or because they do not love
Jesus very much?”’
